A/ Reticulated Python, placed in own genus in 2004 by Raymond Hoser.

Q/ What genus were the Reticulated Pythons placed in previously.

A/ Python.

Q/ What is the world’s longest living snake.

A/ Reticulated Python.

Q/ Where is the snake Morelia harrisoni found?

A/ New Guinea.

Q/ Who named Morelia harrisoni and when?

A/ Raymond Hoser in 2000.

Q/ What kind of snake (family) is Morelia harrisoni?

A/ Python.
